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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This Monthly Progress Report is submitted in accordance with the ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER
ON CONSENT (AOC) FOR REMOVAL ACTION Proceeding Under Sections 104, 106(a), 107,
and 122 of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act
(CERCLA), as amended, 42U.S.C. S59604, 9606(a), 9607, and 9622 (U.S. EPA Docket
No.: V-W-'03-C-747) effective July 31, 2003.

The next monthly Progress Report, for the month of March 2004, will be submitted on or before
April 15, 2004.

2.0 SIGNIFICANT DEVELOPMENTS IN THIS MONTH

e Air monitoring continues with excavation activities. Results of the air monitoring program
for February 2004 can be found in Table 1.1a and 1.1b. The locations of the air monitoring
stations are shown on Figure 1.

e A meeting was held with local Bedford Realtors to update them on project on February 5,
2004.

¢ On February 6, 2004, a meeting with the Community Liaison Panel (CLP) was held at the
Bedford Plant. The next meeting is scheduled for April 30, 2004.

¢ A meeting with U.S. EPA and IDEM to discuss hydrogeology was held on February 12,
2004.

e On December 2, 2003, the U.S. EPA approved an addendum to the Upstream Parcels
Removal Action Work Plan for the removal of select impacted fill material located on Parcel
401 and for the closure of the culvert beneath GM Drive near Breckenridge Road.
Consistent with the approved Work Plan, excavation of fill materials on Parcel 401 began on
December 11, 2003. During the month of February 2004, this soil and debris has been
excavated and directly loaded into over-the-road transport trucks for transport and disposal
of the material to Heritage’s Roachdale disposal facility. Approximately, 1,840 tons of
material was removed from Parcel 401 in February 2004. Work will continue through
March 2004. Figure 2 shows the preliminary results of confirmation samples taken on Parcel
401. GM prepared a revised Access Agreement with the Owner of Parcel 401 that provides
for the demolition and subsequent replacement of the Parcel Owner’s garage, necessitated
by the removal of impacted fill material located adjacent to and beneath the garage. The
revised Access Agreement was delivered to the Owner on February 27, 2004. The Owner is
currently reviewing the revised Access Agreement.
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e Soil, sediment and loose rock have been excavated from along the stream channel in Parcels
4,5, and 6. The soil, sediment and loose rock were transferred via on-Site off-road dump
trucks to a soil staging pad constructed on AOI 4. From this staging pad, the soil, sediment
and rock were loaded into transport trucks for transport and disposal to the approved
disposal facility. Table 2.1 presents a summary of the transportation and disposal activities
completed during this reporting period. A total of 1522 tons of waste material was removed
from Parcel 4, 5 and 6 during the month of February 2004. All of this material was disposed
of at Heritage’s Roachdale Facility.

e The primary in-ground components for the AOI 4 Site Source Control (SSC) plans have been
delivered to the Site. Installation of the forcemain that will carry the intercepted seep and
spring water has commenced on Parcels 215 and 216. Figure 3 shows the alignment of the
forcemain, as well as the proposed location of the collection system wet well.

e Parcel 5 and 6 post-excavation confirmation samples were collected. Results are displayed
in Figure 4.

e Bi-weekly conference calls were held with the U.S. EPA, USFWS, IDEM, and ISHD on
February 3 & 17, 2004 to discuss project progress.

e The Biological Assessment, evaluating impacts of the cleanup on the Indiana Bat, was
submitted to USFWS, U.S. EPA and IDEM February 17, 2004

e Approval of the Upstream Parcels Removal Action Work Plan: Addendum No. 2, was
received February 19, 2004 from USEPA. The work to start removal of the sediment from the
solution enlarged vertical fracture was commenced on February 25, 2004. An excavator -
mounted hoe-ram is being used to fracture the rock adjacent to the cracks, while a second
excavator removes the broken rock and sediment.

e The Site Source Control Work Plan: Addendum No. 1 was submitted on February 18, 2004
to the U.S. EPA and IDEM for review and approval.

e The Sycamore Ridge Landfill Soil and Waste Removal Construction Report was submitted
on February 20, 2004 to the U.S. EPA and IDEM.

e The RFI Work Plan: Addendum No.5 was submitted on February 18, 2004 to the U.S. EPA
and IDEM.

e Parcel 22 residents were relocated in anticipation of cleanup activities. A timber valuation
has been conducted in accordance with the Access Agreement and a summary report is
currently being prepared by the licensed forester. A perimeter security fence is being
installed and tree removal will commence upon finalization of the timber valuation.

e Responses to U.S. EPA’s comments on RFI Addendums 3 and 4 were submitted on February
23, 2004.
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3.0 SUMMARIES OF ALL ANTCIPATED PROBLEMS
AND PLANNED RESOLUTIONS

e Access Agreements, as outlined in Appendix 6 of the AOC, have been provided to all
property owners where access was not previously obtained. Access has still not been
received from property owners at 314 Bailey Scales Road, 145 Broomsage Road, 478 Bud
Ikerd Road, 826 Bud lkerd Road, 535 Rawlins Mill Road, 1596 Peerless Road, and 2499
Peerless Road, 206 Shandell Drive, a property south of the confluence of Bailey’s Branch
Creek and Pleasant Run Creek (Parcel 29), and a property on Bud Ikerd Road east of
Peerless Road (Parcel 36).

— GM has continued discussions with the property owners of the remaining Parcels where
access has not yet been obtained.

e The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) has requested additional information regarding
Parcels downstream of Parcel 22 prior to authorization of tree removal in those areas. This
additional information includes a Biological Assessment on the impacts of the cleanup on
the Indiana Bat and an ecological risk assessment on the potential impacts related to
residual PCBs remaining after cleanup.

— GM is in consultation with USFWS and the U.S. EPA and is continuing to prepare the
requested information.

— A draft Biological Assessment was submitted to USFWS, U.S. EPA and IDEM February
17, 2004 and a draft Residual Risk Assessment was submitted on March 4, 2004.

— An ecological risk meeting is scheduled on-Site for March 10, 2004 to discuss the drafts
and the Site ecological assessment.

4.0 PROJECTED WORK FOR THE NEXT REPORTING PERIOD

e The following is a list of anticipated work for the next reporting period:

— Obtaining remaining access agreements from residents in the affected area;

— Coordination of Tree Removal Activities with property owners, U.S. EPA and USFWS
for portions of the creek between Parcel 12 and Parcel 22, and downstream of Parcel 22
(continuing progress);

— Updating ACOE and IDEM on work in the stream channel (continuing progress);

— GM is working on the Biological Assessment with USFWS;

— GM is preparing Wetland Mitigation Plan for submittal to IDEM and the ACOE;

— GM s preparing an Archaeological Contingency Plan (ongoing);

— Removal Action activities along the stream are expected to continue, with removal of the
remaining soil, sediment and rock to be completed for Parcels 4, 5, 6, and the initiation
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of removal of sediment and flood plain soils on the remainder of the Parcels in the
upstream section;

Installation of the SSC components will continue during the month of March 2004;
Approval from U.S. EPA is anticipated for the Site Source Control Work Plan:
Addendum No. 1 that modifies the proposed collection system in the creek area on
Parcels 3 and 205. The work described in Addendum No. 1 will be implemented once
approval has been received from U.S. EPA;

Excavation of the impacted fill materials on Parcel 401 and north of AOI 4 will continue
in March 2004;

The Soil Technical Memorandum will be finalized and submitted to the U.S. EPA in
March;

RFI Work Plan Addendum No. 3 for the investigation of the culvert beneath GM Drive
and the hourly parking lot, including the initiation of drilling and test pits, will be
implemented upon approval of the Work Plan Addendum by U.S. EPA;

RFI Work Plan Addendum No. 4 for the test pit excavation investigation will be
implemented upon approval of the Work Plan Addendum by the U.S. EPA;

RFI Work Plan Addendum No. 5 for the dye tracer investigation will be implemented
upon approval of the Work Plan Addendum by the U.S. EPA; and

RFI Work Plan Addendum No. 6 for the East Plant Area will be finalized and submitted
to the U.S. EPA in March.
