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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This Monthly Progress Report is submitted in accordance with the ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER
ON CONSENT (AOC) FOR REMOVAL ACTION Proceeding Under Sections 104, 106(a), 107,
and 122 of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act
(CERCLA), as amended, 42U.S.C. S59604, 9606(a), 9607, and 9622 (United States
Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) Docket No.: V-W-'03-C-747) effective July 31,
2003.

The next Monthly Progress Report, for the month of April 2009, will be submitted on or before
May 15, 2009.

2.0 SIGNIFICANT DEVELOPMENTS IN THIS MONTH

e Work along the stream channel to remove impacted soil and sediment from the creek
channel and floodplain did not take place in March 2009 and no verification samples were
collected during this reporting period. Two small sections to be excavated remain under the
staging pile and the former water treatment plant on Bud lkerd Road. Excavation and
verification sampling will resume when the soil pile has been removed and as weather
conditions allow. This is likely to occur in June 2009 after the spring rainy season is over.

e No material hauling was conducted during March 2009. A summary of PCB soil disposal to
date is presented in Table 1.1.

e  Water within the remediation areas was collected and treated by Sevenson Environmental
Services” (SES’s) on-Site water treatment systems. U.S. EPA has approved direct discharge
of treated water from SES’s treatment systems at the Parcel 216 Staging Area. Water
treatment sample results for SES’s treatment systems from March 2009 are provided in
Tables 2.1 and 2.2.

e Borrow Area 39-1 operation was halted for the duration of the winter and spring rainy
season.

e Conference calls were held on March 2, and 17, 2009, with U.S. EPA, Agency for Toxic
Substance and Disease Registry (ATSDR), the Indiana Department of Environmental
Management (IDEM), and the Indiana State Department of Health (ISDH) to discuss items
related to the RA and the design and construction of the East Plant Area Interim Measures
(IM). The United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) was also invited to the calls.

e On-Site construction meetings for the reporting period have been held informally daily and
formally as needed during the winter shut-down and maintenance period. A formal SES
construction meeting was held on March 11, 2009.
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3.0 SUMMARIES OF ALL ANTICIPATED PROBLEMS
AND PLANNED RESOLUTIONS

e Cre

ek soil excavation and transportation will not occur over the winter and spring months,

as there is great difficulty placing soil and clay over soil in winter and spring rainy weather.

In

addition, water management is more difficult on exposed fill areas in winter and the

spring rainy season. Exposed fill areas have been covered both in the Creek area and the

East Plant Area and soil erosion controls will be maintained over the winter and spring. It is

anticipated that soil placement and grading work will resume in June 2009 after the spring

rainy season is over.

4.0 PROJECTED WORK FOR THE NEXT REPORTING PERIOD

The following is a list of anticipated work for the next reporting period:

Complete and maintain temporary liners over exposed fill areas as required;

Submit a response to U.S. EPA comments on the Spring 018 Remedial Approach Report;
Submit a Seeps and Springs Data Package update for Site Source Control (SSC)
Monitoring Program sampling events conducted in December 2008 and January 2009;
Submit SSC Addendum No. 7 as a modification to the SSC Monitoring Program; and
Conduct Annual U.S. EPA meeting on April 21, 2009.
